4. Include a cover letter with application.  

 

5. Proof of good moral character, citizenship, and ethics via a reference letter from a 

counselor, teacher, or businessperson or professional. 

 

6. Cumulative GPA of 3.0 for the four years of high school. 

� Must submit an unofficial transcript of high school grades with application. 

 

7. Participated in at least one athletic program each year during three years in high school. 

 

8. Demonstrated strong leadership qualities during participation in sports programs.
