3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
The approval of the Minutes of the meeting of March 25, 2015 is adjourned to the meeting of May 27, 2015.
4. COUNCIL LIAISON REPORT 
Mayor Pro Tem Moore announced that he attended a Developing Conference where he had the opportunity to speak to various developers and retailers in possibly investing in bringing new businesses to the city. 
At the next City Council meeting, the Council will be considering raising the water usage rates for a period over the next five years. Also, on the Agenda is the Water Conservation Ordinance, which will require the reduction of water consumption by 16%. And, the state is requiring that all cities limit watering to twice a week.  The Council is proposing to divide the city into two quadrants – north of Lakeland Road watering would be restricted to Monday and Thursday; and south of Lakeland Road watering would be restricted to Tuesday and Friday. In addition, watering will be prohibited between the hours of 10:00 a.m. – 4:00 p.m.
Through the endeavors made by participating cities that serve on the I-5 Consortium, Caltrans will be donating trees to the City to replace the trees that were removed during the expansion project and will also be made available to the local schools and to the public.  An announcement will be made in the City’s Newsletter.

5. PLANNING DEPARTMENT REPORT

a.  Presentation on Proposed Material Recovery Waste Facility MRF Program -
Director of Planning Wayne Morrell gave a presentation on the status of the proposal by Western Waste Management to establish a Material Recovery Waste Facility (MRF) at 9010 and 9016 Norwalk Boulevard north of Los Nietos Road. A MRF facility takes recyclable materials and sorts them by recyclable and non-recyclable items. Those that are non-recyclable are taken to another location where they are stored. Recyclable materials are bailed and placed in another building and shipped to another location or country. 
A new 1,200 square foot transfer station is also proposed to be built, which would take non-recyclables such as grass clippings and construction debris, etc., to a landfill. In order for the development to be approved, it must go before the Planning Commission and file a Conditional Use Permit, obtain development approval for the building, and filing of parcel map.  
In addition, there is a proposal to enter into an agreement with the owner to reduce the number of tons of waste processed to 750 tons per day from 2,500 tons per day, as initially proposed, with the option to come before the Planning Commission within one year or more to consider increasing the tonnage. Benefits to the City include meeting state mandate to reduce waste taken to landfill, and generating revenues, based on the total tonnage taken in at the facility. These revenues would be allocated to road and infrastructure improvements.  Also, a traffic study has been conducted by staff to address concerns. Discussion ensued and Wayne answered all concerns. A copy of the site plan was distributed to members. The next Planning Commission meeting will be held June 8, at City Hall, at 6:00 p.m.

Mayor Pro Tem Moore and Wayne Morrell were excused from the meeting at 9:59 a.m.
6. EXECUTIVE SECRETARY REPORT
JoAnn Madrid Reported on the following:

JoAnn announced that the tree planting ceremony at Rancho Santa Gertrudes Elementary School will be held today.  Members wishing to attend will be transported to the event.
b. Family Fun Run Event Update – This event will be held at Lake Center Park on June 6, 2015, from 7:30 a.m. – 12:00 p.m.  Over 400 people have registered to participate. This program is in partnership with the Police Services Public Safety and will host over 40 agencies that will offer resources to the community.
c. SFS Art Fest 2015 Event Recap - The event was very successful. This year’s event included artwork showcased inside the house as well as artwork throughout the outdoor venue.  People enjoyed a variety of entertainment, food and drinks.
d. Heritage Park Kitchen Opening Update – Anticipating opening within the next two weeks.  
7. DEPARTMENT OF POLICE SERVICES REPORT

Luis Collazo reported on the following:
At the next City Council meeting, the Council will be considering passing an ordinance for the use of illegal fireworks. Individuals will be fined $1,000.

8. HERITAGE ARTS ADVISORY COMMITTEE (HAAC) REPORT
Marlene Vernava reported on the following:
The SFS Art Fest hosted approximately 3,000 people. Funds raised by the sale of artwork totaled $850 and will be allocated to the Art Fund. The committee is considering selling food and drinks and possibly extending the hours in the future. Also, the committee will be discussing and reviewing several options on whether to possibly go out to bid for an art consultant contract or have a self-run event with the collaboration from all three Community Services divisions.  
In addition, the Committee in collaboration with the Sister City Committee is working on placing a commemorative plaque and timeline of the 50th anniversary with the City of Novajoa Sonora, Mexico at the Sister City Parkette. Also, the Department of Public Works will be absorbing the landscape maintenance cost of the Parkette in their budget. 
The Committee approved and made a recommendation to the City Council that they approve the Traffic Signal Artwork Project at Telegraph Road/Jersey Avenue and approve the contract with Artist Candace Galvan to begin painting the “Red Ribbon” theme onto the traffic signal box. Once the artist commences with the project, estimated completion is within four days.

Chair Hayes elaborated on future recommended ideas for the SFS Art Fest shared by the HAAC members. One other component being considered is incorporating middle school children artwork at the Town Center.  Also, a videographer was contracted and a video was created for promotional use and help raise funds to create future art grants.  All Sponsors and distinguished artists will be recognized by the City Council at their meeting of May 28. 
Furthermore, the HAAC members will soon be reviewing Art Grant Education proposals for FY 2015/2016 from the local elementary, middle, and high schools. Funds will be awarded by the beginning of the school year.

a. Home Tours – Members conducted the home tours on May 21 and 22.

b. Business Tours - Members were reminded that the tours will be held on Thursday, June 4 and Friday, June 5 at 9:30 a.m. Lunch will be determined.
