MINUTES


1. CALL TO ORDER – Chair Amparo Oblea called the meeting to order at 9:05 a.m.

3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
A motion was made by Debbie Baker and seconded by Francis Carbajal to approve the Minutes of September 29, 2015. The motion was carried unanimously.

4.  COUNCIL LIAISON REPORT
Mayor Pro-Tem Richard Moore announced that the City Council will be honoring Mayor Rios who will be retiring at tonight’s Council meeting at 7:00 p.m. In addition, Joe Angel Zamora has won the municipal election to fill vacancy. 

The City Council at their previous meeting approved the award of contracts at Heritage Park for the installation of artificial turf, the reconstruction of the aviary, and restoration of the restrooms. In addition, the City Council approved an award of contract for the replacement windows at the Clarke Estate.

The CIP Committee recently reviewed a street and sidewalk survey with recommendations on which streets and sidewalks are in need to be repaired and made a determination on which streets will be placed on the priority list. The restoration project will be done over a five year period.  Also, electronic reader boards were approved to be installed at each corner of the Gus Velasco Neighborhood Center.



 5.	PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT REPORT
a. Cannonball Installation Report – Mr. Ramirez presented members images of the completed art piece.
 
6.	PLANNING DIRECTOR REPORT
Mr. Morrell gave an update on new businesses coming to the City. At the Santa Fe Plaza, Planet Fitness Center has been completed and is open. The previous Mandarin Inn will soon be demolished and a Starbucks and six retail spaces will be constructed. The Bank of America and the El Pollo Loco facade design will be renovated in order to be consistent with the rest of the Center. Also, it was reported that the shopping center has increased its revenue.  In addition, the Promenade Shopping Center has partnered with Coreland Companies.  The Center now has a day porter and security. Other enhancements are being planned for the Center.

An agreement with Bulletin Displays LLC for a billboard will be going before the Planning Commission and a recommendation will be given to the City Council. Also, the Santa Fe Springs Swap Meet and LeFiell Manufacturing are proposing digital billboards. All the digital billboard agreements have a provision whereby the City has free access for the purpose of civic announcements as well as requiring that the billboards be made available to businesses within the city at a discounted rate.  An additional provision stipulates if a billboard is within a ten mile radius of the existing electronic billboard, then the same service must be provided. The billboards will generate revenue to the City.

As previously reported, at the previous bowling alley at Painter Avenue/Telegraph Road an Aldi Supermarket was proposed and plans are moving forward.  The Salt and Pepper Restaurant plans at the previous Sizzler site is in progress. Also, the 76 Gas Station at Telegraph Road/Alburtis Avenue will be demolished and new construction of station with service bay will begin.

Furthermore, the drought material landscape plan guidelines is pending City Council’s decision in determining percentage allowed of artificial turf installed and establishing standards.

Lastly, the proposed Jersey Avenue/Alburtis Avenue townhomes have passed the plan check process and preparation for the foundation will begin.

7.	EXECUTIVE SECRETARY REPORT
	Ed Ramirez reported on the following:

a. Art in Public Places Restoration Report – Sun Lee Group has agreed to maintain the art piece at half the cost as recommended previously by the HAAC. Consultant Margaret Hammon is recommending to enter into a new contract with the Sun Lee Company. Ms. Hammon has also been in contact with the artist of the Orange Harvest and he has expressed interest in recasting the art piece. She has also looked at relocation options. A complete progress report will be provided at the January meeting. 

b. SFS Art Fest 2016 Update and Featured Artist Selection – Staff in collaboration with art consultant Sandra Hahn are moving forward with the planning of the event.  Ms. Hahn recommended in featuring three artists and staff has selected cartoonist Lalo Alcaraz who has confirmed his participation, photographer George Rodriguez, and artist James T. Russell.  Members will be kept apprised.

		Call to artist information and letters to prospective sponsors have been sent. Interest in becoming sponsors has been received from Universal Waste and CR&R. Also, The HAAC’s mission statement has been incorporated in the sponsorship pamphlet and is awaiting to be processed. Discussion of goals will addressed at the January meeting. 

		Discussion ensued regarding possibly hosting a VIP event prior to the start of the SFS Art Fest as well as the parking situation. Staff is also preparing a contingency plan for the weather. In January, the City Library will be hosting a Chamber networking event and staff are planning to host a breakfast in the month of April 2016 at the Clarke Estate. Ed will attend a meeting with the LA Art Board.  It was proposed that art consultant Sandra Hahn attend a future Chamber Board member meeting.

d. 	Santa Fe Springs Chamber of Commerce Networking at Noon Event.  Chair Oblea and Mr. Ramirez attended this event to promote SFS Art Fest. Mr. Ramirez will bring to a future Santa Fe Springs Chamber meeting a list of the goals and benefits of becoming a sponsor to assist with potential sponsorships. 

c. The Construction Worker – The artist informed Mr. Ramirez that he is interested in recasting the art piece; however, the foundry no longer has the cast, but he can possibly work with the pieces that were recovered to sculpture the art piece. As part of the agreement, Kiewet is required to replace the art piece. Mr. Ramirez will follow up if Kiewet had the art piece insured and if not, look into the possibility if the art piece is covered under the property insurance. Mr. Ramirez will keep members apprised.

e.  California Parks and Recreation Services (CPRS) Nomination Applications for City Programs  - The City has submitted applications for the SFS Art Fest and Haunted House events for consideration of an award. Mr. Ramirez will keep members apprised.

8.	NEW BUSINESS
Ed Ramirez reported on the following:

a. Sculpture Garden Heritage Park Signage Quote Review and Approval – Request for proposals were reviewed with members for signage of the Snake Fountain, Fossil Fountain, and Pond art works as follows:

· DD Werks - $294.30
· RAD Custom Signs - $359.30
· Simpson Advertising, Inc. – Option 1:$595 or Option 2: $825 plus fabrication.
A motion was made by Francis Carbajal and seconded by Sally Gaitan to make a recommendation to the City Council to approve an award of contract to DD Werks for the replacement of the Heritage Park Sculpture Garden signage of the Snake Fountain, Fossil Fountain, and Pond art works in the amount of $294.30. The motion was carried unanimously.
b. Cannonball Art Piece Rededication – Discussion ensued regarding rededicating the Cannonball art piece. Ed will bring options and a cost analysis to the members for further discussion at the January 2016 meeting.

c. Financial Report - Mr. Ramirez gave an overview of the Financial Report for Fiscal Year 2015/2016 through October 31, 2015 and a copy was distributed to members for their review. Balance: $1,325,108.00

A motion was made by Sally Gaitan and seconded by Francis Carbajal to approve the Financial Report for Fiscal Year 2015/2016 through October 31, 2015 as submitted. The motion was carried unanimously.
d. Project Status Report - Mr. Ramirez gave an overview of the current projects and a copy of the report was distributed to members for their review.
